Dear Adventure Club Parent ~

The summer has gone by so quickly.  It’s hard to believe our kids are back to school already.  As school begins, it’s time to gear up for another exciting year of Adventure Club.  Adventure Club will begin Wednesday, September 12 from 6:30 p.m. – 8:00 p.m.  We hope your child will be a part of this ministry at Lakeview Church.  We’re sure they won’t want to miss out.

As we begin this year, we want to thank you for allowing us to be a partner with you in your son/daughter’s life.  In order for your child to make the most of the opportunities at Adventure Club, we thought it necessary to communicate important information to you.

Each week will begin with Song Time led by Miss Kathy.  Afterwards, our drama team will share a basic Bible truth as we “Explore the Universe of God’s Promises” with Iman X. Plorer.  Pastor Les Martin will present the scripture verse for the night and the meaning behind the story/verse.  Ms. Chris will make important announcements for the evening before the clubbers split up into grade level groups, which are divided between boys and girls.  They will rotate between three stations each night:  Basket time 1 – memorize the evening’s Bible verse; Basket time 2 – recite past verses, recite memorized sections, and correspond with Secret Pals; and Game Time – play games which are led by our Games Leader – Mr. Jeff. 

In addition, we are in our second year offering Ed’s Kids, a ministry within Adventure Club for children with special needs.  Leslie Stanley, a mother of an autistic child, is coordinating efforts to provide a place where games, music, crafts and learning is geared for children with special needs. We do ask that parents of special needs children register their child prior to attending, so that we can service him/her appropriately.

Besides memorizing the weekly bible verse, clubbers will have other opportunities in Adventure Club:

Adventure Club Folder:  Each clubber will receive a folder that is color coordinated to their grade level.  If a clubber loses their folder, they may get a new one for $.50.  Folders will only be given to someone who has been to club at least 2 times in a row.

Adventure Club Bracelets:  Each clubber may purchase a wristband that coordinates with their folder for $3.00.  Clubber only gets a theme point if they are wearing the wristband.  Wristbands will also be given for clubber of the month (glow-in-the-dark), mystery seat (silver), and Sunday School (white).  

Theme:  Each week there will be a different theme for kids to join in on.  Please look on your Adventure Club Calendar (which is attached) each week to what the theme is.  Kids will receive a theme point for participating.  

Sunday School:  Each clubber will receive an “I attended Sunday School form” to be filled out weekly by their Sunday School teacher.  Each week a clubber can put the filled out form in our Sunday School bin.  Once a month, Ms. Chris will draw a lucky winner from the bin.  This winner will receive a certificate, a white wristband, and a large candy bar.   

Mystery Seat:  A student must earn 6+ points to be eligible for mystery seat.  One child from K-2, one child from 3rd – 4th, one child from 5th – 6th, and one Ed’s Kids will be chosen for mystery seat based on the previous week’s points earned.  Clubber must be present to receive the award.  They will receive a silver wristband and a candy bar.  There isn’t a limit to how many times a clubber may be chosen for Mystery Seat.

Clubber of the Month:  Clubbers will be chosen by the following criteria:  Perfect attendance for the month, earned 6+ points each week and good behavior.  Other criteria may be points earned and friends invited.  There will be one boy, one girl, and one Ed’s Kids Clubber of the Month.  Each clubber will receive a glow-in-the-dark wristband, a candy bar, and a gift certificate.  Clubbers may only be chosen one time during the club year.

Secret Pal:  Every clubber has the opportunity to “earn” a secret pal by obtaining 50+ points.  Once a clubber has earned adequate points, they will fill out the secret pal information sheet in the back of their folder.  Leaders turn the completed form into the office, and then Ms. Chris will assign them a secret pal who must be in high school or older. Clubbers will be paired with volunteer “secret pals” from the church.  Secret pals will write notes back in forth throughout the club year.  Adventure Club will host a Secret Pal Party at the end the club year, Wednesday, April 23, so that clubbers and their pals can meet.  Clubbers will make a gift at club to give their pal at the party.  There will be a small fee for materials needed to make the craft/gift.  The Secret Pal will also give a small gift ($10) to their clubber.  Dessert will be served.  Pals may be “earned” through March 19.  If at any point, your son/daughter will no longer be attending Adventure Club, please notify Ms. Chris so that the Secret Pal can be given an alternate pal.

25 Point Club:  We will award 25 points to any clubber who has memorized all of the verses by the week before store night.  Each clubber will receive a green sheet that lists each week’s verse.  Leaders should mark down which verses have been said on that green sheet.  Note *verses must be said as last week’s verse or a past verse.  Anyone who earns membership in this club will be treated to a mystery dinner after the end of the club year.

Path Finder’s Club:  Kids will be placed in this club if they memorize the following and recite 5 sections from their folder.  Anyone who earns membership in this club will be treated to a mystery dinner after the end of the club year.

Rock Climber’s Club:  Kids will be placed in this club if they memorize and recite 8 sections from their folder.  Anyone who earns membership in this club will be treated to a mystery dinner after the end of the club year.

Mountain Climber’s Club:  Kids will be placed in this club if they memorize the  and recite the remaining sections from their folder.  Anyone who earns membership in this club will be treated to a mystery dinner after the end of the club year.

Store Night:  Clubbers will have an opportunity to earn points at club by bringing their Bible, folder and Adventure Club bracelet, participating in the weekly themes, bringing friends, and memorizing Scripture.  At the midway point and once again at the end of the year, points will be tallied.  Clubbers will be given an opportunity to go shopping on Store Night for special prizes.  Points will not be carried over to the  next store night.

Race Car Night:  Every year, clubbers have an opportunity to make a wooden car and then race them on a track.  It is a great time to be had by all.

As you can see there is so much for your son/daughter to do at Adventure Club.  Please encourage them throughout the week to memorize the various sections in their folder, and bring their bible, folder, Adventure Club Bracelet, a friend, and themselves.

We would ask you to fill out the enclosed Emergency Contact form so that we can contact you if necessary.  If you would like to receive Adventure Club news via e-mail, please fill that information out on the card.  This will include any club cancellations due to inclement weather.  Clubbers who bring the card back during the month of September will receive extra points for store night.  Lastly, we’ve included the Adventure Club Calendar so you can plan in advance for special activities.
