GOD’S PROMISE OF HOPE…A REVIEW



Opening Session
Start with power point of the kids through the first four weeks  (8 minutes)
(Leader 1) Welcome – It is great to see all of you here tonight.  We have been learning about Joseph, but mostly about Joseph’s God!  Our theme for this first section has been God’s promise to give us hope!  We are learning what it means to hope in God!  
The Kindergarteners and First Graders and Second Graders want to share with you our theme verse for this quarter – come on up here. Ready guys?  (Psalm 42:5 – WHY ARE YOU CAST DOWN, O MY SOUL, AND WHY ARE YOU IN TURMOIL WITHIN ME? HOPE IN GOD; FOR I SHALL AGAIN PRAISE HIM, MY SALVATION AND MY GOD).    (3 minutes) Let’s do it again without any help. Let’s put it on the screen so all our guests can say it with us.
We have been learning about Joseph. We picked up the story when Joseph was in jail even though he was innocent. The Second and Third Graders are going to help you catch up with the story so far. Are you ready to tell the story with Joseph? (In a rap style with some kind of beat – twice through, having some fun with it)  (3 minutes)
Joseph – My name is Joseph and I’m a little down
Kids –Life is rough; Pharaoh’s tough.

Joseph – I know I should smile but can only now frown

Kids - Here I am, still locked in

Joseph – My hope was in the butler but he forgot

Kids – He went his way – nothing to say
Joseph – God is the one I should have sought

Kids – He can be trusted even when busted!

Joseph – I’ll trust in Him when life is bad

Kids – I won’t mope; He’s my hope

Joseph – I’ll trust in Him and not be sad

Kids – Life’s a boil, much turmoil

Joseph – Hope in God – He will deliver

Kids – Hope in God – forsake us? Never!

Joseph – Hope in God – You downcast soul…

All -   Hope in God – He’ll make you whole!  
Joseph – Yes, hope in God – He will deliver!

Kids – “Hope in God – forsake us – (shout) Never! 

Joseph – Hope in God – You downcast soul…

All -  Hope in God – He’ll make you whole!  

All – Yes hope in God – He’ll make you whole!

Great job Third and Fourth Graders!  
(Song Leader) One of the things we love to do as we learn about God each week is to sing!  Some of our Fifth and Sixth graders are going to help us with some music. (We have a prize for a couple of parents who try and do their best with the motions for the songs).  (Briefly teach motions to one or two songs)   (2 minutes)
Music  (10 minutes)
Prayer (2 minutes)
(Leader 2) We have some special games and some special crafts for this evening and some special treats. So here is what is going to happen. Group 1 (K-2) will begin with games then snacks, then crafts – all downstairs. Group 2 (3rd-4th) snacks, crafts, games; Group 3 (5th-6th) crafts, games, snacks.  (Snacks will involve making something to eat and then eating it; games something like a relay that will involve everyone. The craft will involve making something that will help them remember the verse with a “Hope in God” theme).  (15 minutes for each section)

Return back upstairs
Closing Session

(Joseph) As you can see I am still in here – in jail.  I know that God has promised to be with me and to take care of me. I should be able to trust Him, but sometimes it is very hard.  When nothing seems to change, when things do not get any easier, it sometimes feels like God is far, far away.  And when He seems far away, it is hard to have hope in Him. 

Sometimes we start to put our hope in others.

(Puppet - Butler) O Joseph, you were right. Your God gave you the true meaning of my dream. I just got word. Pharaoh is letting me out of jail in just a few minutes. After your kindness to me, of course I will put in a good word for you.  I would be happy to do that. 
(Joseph) But my guess is that it went something like this…

(Puppet - Butler) Yes your Highness. I am your loyal butler. I am so grateful that you spared my life and gave me another opportunity to serve you. You know I had a dream about this and I was just sure that my dream was a confirmation that you were going to restore me back into your service. I have put behind me the past and I plan never to think about that experience again.  

(Joseph) And so here I am still…and it has been two long years and not a word from the butler. Why am I downcast…why is my life in such turmoil? I must hope in God. He is the only true hope I have.  

(Leader 2) One more time, kids, lets say nice and clear and loud our verse for this quarter.  Are you ready?  

(Psalm 42:5 – WHY ARE YOU CAST DOWN, O MY SOUL, AND WHY ARE YOU IN TURMOIL WITHIN ME? HOPE IN GOD; FOR I SHALL AGAIN PRAISE HIM, MY SALVATION AND MY GOD).  I hope you never forget that verse.  We can hope in God when times are tough and when we need His help – even when it seems like He is silent. And where can we find this hope?  We find this hope through the promises in God’s Word!   We are just about ready to end our time together tonight, but we ought to pray before we go. (Prayer)
(Second video clip) When we last saw Joseph, he was still in jail.  He was struggling, but trying to hope in God. Was God silent for a reason? Had God forgotten Joseph like the butler had forgotten? Was there some sort of master plan that God was working out for Joseph’s good?  Does God really control everything?  Will Joseph ever get out of jail? Will he ever see his family again?  Will Joseph ever learn to rap…Stay tuned and plan to be back here next week for Adventure Club!
