SENIOR PASTOR 

Annual reports give opportunity to look back as well as provide some direction and incentive to go 
forward. Some years are breakthrough years and other years are maybe better forgotten. Some years 
are more status quo and that can be good or bad depending on the overall direction and momentum 
of the ministry. If we were struggling, a status quo year can mark the end of a slide and hold some 
promise for a turn-around. If we were booming forward, a stagnant year may be indicating that the 
boom is over.   
 
Lakeview Church had a stable year with a couple of notable exceptions.  The stats that are easily 
measured (but do not tell us all that much about real growth/maturity) were about the same as last 
year. We have a few new folks attending but the numbers have remained virtually unchanged for 
worship. The small group ministry has expanded, but needs to experience significant growth this 
coming year if we are going to increase in our effectiveness as a church.  The Sunday morning 
children’s programming has added a worship time experience for our elementary students, which is 
positive, but the Sunday School program is very weak. There are enough children in our congregation 
to be a much stronger program, but attendance is inconsistent at best. That is more of a commitment 
on the part of parents than our kids.  The teachers are dedicated but the inconsistency of student 
attendance can breed discouragement.  We could do much better and we need to. I would encourage 
parents to bring your kids every Sunday morning at 9:30 and remain for our Adult Bible Fellowships. 
Our kids program is far from life-support however, in view of our Wednesday night program. 
Upwards of 60 kids attend each week. The increase this year over last is in part due to the help we 
have received from Roberto Cifuentes, the pastor of our Hispanic Ministry. He drives the van each 
week picking up children including several new Hispanic kids. Thanks, Roberto!  
 
2009 has been a very tough year economically for many of our families. Unemployment has been 
high and there is considerable uncertainty for this coming year. Although we did not meet our church 
budget, our income exceeded our expenses. Our financial situation is exceptional, and I am grateful 
for your faithfulness in giving. Pastor Jim Ulrich along with the trustee board has instituted a Capital 
Reserve Account that is designed to prepare for future capital improvements. If we are successful in 
funding that account, not only will we be prepared for future expenditures, but also excess funds can 
be used for needed ministry without fear of placing us in peril “if something should go wrong.”  The 
goal for the Capital Reserve Account for 2010 is $20,000. Basically that is about how much our 
giving exceeded our expenses last year. So even if we are static in our income and expenses, we 
should be able to meet this objective. That will be a good improvement. It would be good if all of us 
evaluated our giving and considered a small increase of 5-8% additional to our giving. In other 
words, if I gave $100 a week, I would consider raising that to $105 or $108, that small amount would 
not effect our personal finances very much, but would prove to meet the need of the CRA if we all 
considered a small increase.   
 
It is difficult to measure spiritual growth. Professions of faith can be recorded, but genuineness is 
authenticated by spiritual fruit and perseverance – both of which take time.  I suspect that there are 
several people who regularly attend Lakeview who have not embraced the Lord Jesus. The 
commitment is to continue proclaiming the Gospel and trusting God to open hearts. Baptisms are 
easy to count, (though we did not count any last year). Those who believe need to see this as an act 
of obedience to the Lord and public testimony of their new life in Christ. I am praying that we will 
see a number of students and adults this coming year become obedient to the Lord in this ordinance. 
Surely we want to obey the Lord. 
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I continue to be baffled at the reluctance of so many to be formally connected to Lakeview by 
membership. I am encouraged that right now on my desk there are four applications.  I hope that will 
multiply in the next few months.  A serious implication to the membership issue is the lack of men 
available to serve, particularly as deacons.  There are some men who would otherwise qualify, but 
because they are not members they cannot serve in that position. The current by-laws call for eight 
deacons. Most of last year and heading into this year we have only three. That unnecessarily increases 
the burden on the men who are serving. There are some others who need to step up and take 
positions of leadership. I hope many of you will make yourselves available.     
 
In November I believe Jim and Craig and I had something of a breakthrough as we worked on a 
vision statement for the church. The exercise was an important one for us and the results, I think, are 
significant. Hopefully by the end of 2010, 75% of the regular adult attendees of Lakeview Church 
will be able to express our vision statement that we are a community of Gospel believers who are 
responding to God in faithful living. And hopefully we will be doing more than reciting our vision, 
but living it daily to the glory of God!  My appreciation for Jim and Craig are off the charts. They are 
exceptional men and we should thank God for them. (To quote that great “theologian” Bum Philips, 
the coach of the then Houston Oilers when he was asked if running back Earl Campbell was in a 
class by himself, in his Texas drawl, Philips said, “I don’t know if he’s in a class by himself, but it 
don’t take long to call the roll.” I feel the same about these two men).     
 
Personally this has been a year of growth for me.  I have enjoyed our Sunday morning worship 
studies in God’s Word.  We finished Mark and got a start on Romans. I am finding much joy in 
going through that incredible letter from Paul.  If I am faithful to the text and able to communicate 
clearly the heart of the apostle, and if we will believe and apply what Paul was teaching, this should 
be a good year for us all. One of the highlights for me this past year was in the area of Missions. We 
have a talented and dedicated Missions Committee led by Cindy Graeff.  She and the committee have 
helped to keep missions in front of us. That has been a blessing.  As a church we had face-to-face 
contact with the Mosers and the McDeavitts and our newest missionary family, the Emanuelsons. I 
was privileged to visit with the Kuehls and the Mbandis in their countries of ministry.  I am grateful 
to Lakeview allowing me the time to travel to South Africa and Kenya to see firsthand the ministries 
these two dedicated families are doing.  I hope I was a blessing to them. I know they both blessed my 
heart.  God is doing a phenomenal work in those two countries and you are a vital part by your 
faithful support in prayer and giving.   
 
Every year it seems some move away and some are taken away to glory. Two ladies who marked the 
ministry here for decades passed to eternity. Ethel Pushee was a dear saint who ministered tirelessly 
with the children in Sunday School. She left a legacy that was carried for many years by her daughter 
Janis and continues to be carried by her granddaughter, Diane. In some ways, Ethel was like the 
passing of an era. Dorothy Miller also passed in 2009. She worked for decades in the nursery taking 
care of the little ones. She watched my youngest in that nursery for the first two or three years of his 
life (he’s 20)! I will miss visiting with her.  The third lady who marked our ministry is very much alive, 
but has relocated to St Louis.  Kathy Christianson, now Richardson, is happily married and we are 
happy for her, but we all miss her ministry to us. Our prayer is that God will use her to bless a 
congregation in St. Louis as much as He used her to bless us. (We secretly pray that God will move 
them back here)!   
 
I am grateful to God for a wonderful wife and a lovely family that are such a blessing to me. It is a 
rare and beautiful gift of God to have my children and grandchildren nearby. And to have them as an 
active part of this ministry is blessing upon blessing!  I have already told you what I think of Jim and 
Craig. I also very much appreciate the exceptional work of both Chris Thompson and Tom Rich.  
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They stepped in this year and totally turned a struggling office into a well-oiled machine! Sarah 
Hanson has worked tirelessly for us in finances. Jan Davis was a great help and an answer to prayer 
and when she decided to spend some extended time in Florida, along came Susan DePuy – another 
answer to our prayers!  We are blessed with a volunteering church!  The elders and the deacons and 
trustees, my executive board members, the missions committee, the CE committee, Bruce and Paul 
and John and Sherwin who take care of sound and lights and video and PowerPoint, all the music 
people – worship team and piano and instruments and choir, Sarah Gates and Dan Stanley with their 
work on the new website (which is new and up and running – check it out), nursery workers and 
children’s church workers and Sunday School teachers and small group leaders and custodial staff 
and Ralph who counts money and keeps the sign out front current with encouraging Scripture. And 
there are youth sponsors and communion servers and ushers and greeters and men’s ministry leaders 
and the Wings committee and Adventure Club volunteers…Wow!  What a blessing!  And if I forgot 
someone it is not because your ministry is unimportant. It is because I have a feeble mind!   
 
In all of this, I believe God was glorified and I trust that His glory will be manifested in even greater 
measure in 2010.  Thank you for allowing me the privilege of serving here. I count this as a 
wonderful blessing from God.

As I reflect back on 2009, I recall it being a year that consisted of both ups and downs, of successes 
and disappointments, and of peaks and valleys. I experienced those fluctuations in my personal life 
and saw them play out in the life of Lakeview Church. Of course this did not come as a surprise to 
me as I am fully aware that the true Christian life is never lived solely on the mountain top. In our 
study of Hebrews, I shared with “The Journey” the following description of the Christian life which I 
believe comes from Charles Spurgeon. He said that the Christian life is like a man who in the mist of 
the storm, on the deck of a ship, as the wave washes over the side, it beats and thrashes him, it 
throws him down, but he continues to get back up and he never gets thrown over.  

Living the Christian life is a challenge; however Christ gives us the grace and strength needed to 
overcome all trials and testing’s. Like the man whom Charles Spurgeon spoke about, the Christian 
life has us being thrown to and fro by waves and yet, we strive to continue forward with 
determination. This determination, this steadfastness doesn’t come from our own resoluteness, by 
reaching deep down into “ourselves”, but it comes by our seeking and relying on the mercy and grace 
of God. By his grace, we get up; we pick up and move on as we stand upon his sound Word. In all of 
this, we find that God’s grace IS sufficient and His power IS made perfect in our weakness and we 
experience the wonderful truth that by His grace we are able to persevere under trials. I am delighted 
to say that in 2009, I have seen those truths played out in my life and in the lives of many here at 
Lakeview. 

I would now like to share with you how I have seen God work at Lakeview over the past year and 
what I have encountered as your pastor as it relates to the ups and downs, the peaks and valleys of 
the Christian life.     

Several months ago I was privileged to preach a three-part series on the Church, the “Ekklesia”, a 
people “called out” by Christ, a people gathered together for a specific purpose. Once called, our 
Lord gives us his Holy Spirit to empower us to do the work set before us and that work is to do the 
Will of the Father. I used 1st Peter 4:7-11 to provide us with some guidance as to what the Will of the 
Father would look like in our lives. While not an exhaustive list, Peter instructs us that we are to (1) 
Be in Thoughtful Prayer; (2) Love One Another; and (3) Be Good Stewards of God’s Graces, God’s 
gifts that he has given to us.  
 
Then at the end of 2009, I was given another opportunity to preach and we looked at Philippians 
1:27-2:4 where Paul was encouraging the believers at Philippi to fully commit themselves to the 
Gospel. He challenged them, above all else, to commit in making the Gospel the #1 Priority in their life. 
NOTHING is to distract us from living solely as kingdom people. All decisions that pertain to our 
personal, family, work, social and community lives must be made as Christians. We must also stand 
firm, never wavering in our commitment to Christ. Then, we must not live solely for ourselves, but 
with the good of others in mind. These are the marks of someone who is making the living of the 
Gospel their #1 Priority. 
 
I was delighted to preach on these two themes, the “Ekklesia” and Making the Gospel our #1 
Priority, because as Pastor Martin alluded to in his report, Craig Anthony, Pastor Martin and I have 
set a vision for Lakeview church. I believe these two themes tie in wonderfully with our vision of 
“Responding to God in Faithful Living” - by making the Gospel the #1 Priority in our lives. 

So how does one go about making this radical commitment to have the Gospel their #1 Priority? 
Trust me, I wish there was a pill I could take or an operation I could undergo to “just make it 
happen”, but it doesn’t work that way. The only way is to reset our priorities and our commitments – 
to walk worthy of the Gospel. Each of us must take time and ask ourselves: Are the daily decisions I 
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am making for myself, my family, my children, or whatever the case may be, primarily with the 
intention of honoring God with my life?  

As a church, one of our goals for 2009 was for each of us to make definite steps to strengthen our 
individual walks, our marriages, and our families. We knew that this type of commitment would take 
sacrifice, but that is what we are called to do. As I look back on 2009, I can see many places where 
God’s graces are being worked out in the lives of those here at Lakeview.  Here are three that come 
to mind.  

First is the number of people who have committed themselves to small groups, dedicating time to 
meet on a regular basis, coming together to study, to uphold one another, and to give comfort and 
support during difficult times. This is truly the body working together. I am also encouraged as there 
are many more desiring to be a part of a small group.  

I was also encouraged to see the number of people attending established church ministries such as 
the Women’s Challenge, The Journey, ABFs, WINGS and Men’s Ministry events, along with our 
youth and children’s ministry increase over the year. This tells me that there is a growing desire at 
Lakeview to grow in our faith, as well as build relationships.  

Then there was a very uplifting experience when at the last Men’s Ministry meeting in 2009, I had 
asked the 20 or so men who were in attendance to raise their hands if they had, in one form or 
another, an accountably partner. All but one raised their hand. While we men, including myself, may 
have a ways to go in making our accountably time more effective, we have definitely come a long way 
since we began 2009. I can see some of our men making a commitment to live out the Gospel a 
priority in their lives.  

While these increases were an “up” for 2009, the down side is that there are still too many adults, 
parents, young adults, youths and children who are not connected with a church ministry, especially a 
“Christian Education” ministry. I believe this stems from the erroneous mindset of Western 
Christianity which states that I can do it on my own. This is a dangerous fallacy that goes directly against 
scripture. The results of this flawed thinking and practice is the creation of individual, self-focused 
Christians. The reality is that to live out our Mission of “Responding to God in Faithful Living” in all 
areas of our lives, it cannot be done apart from other Christians. So let’s remove this false mindset 
from Lakeview Church. Challenge yourself to get involved in a ministry that will regularly connect 
you to other Christians with the purpose of growing and maturing in your faith. Parents, please, 
make this a priority for your children. Truly, 20 years from now you will not care too much about the 
extra-curricular activities your children were involved in or what grade they got in algebra. It will be 
of the utmost importance whether they are living a Christ centered life, or not. Set the priority and 
build the foundation today.  

Next, our Mission statement speaks to our commitment to our local body. Again, I have seen God 
working at Lakeview in many encouraging ways. It seems that whenever a need arises, someone steps 
up and fills in. I would like to say how indebted I am to all the volunteers who dedicate their time on 
a weekly basis, ministering to our children during the week. There is Debbie Scoggin who dedicates a 
great deal of time overseeing and running our Sunday morning nursery. Then there is our team of 
Sunday school teachers (See SS Report, page 19), our Children church leads, Sarah Litwiller and 
Dana Martin, and our Jr. and Sr. High teachers, Dave Martin, Chris Thompson, and Tom Rich. I also 
want to thank Chelsea Stanley for heading up our new Children’s Choir ministry. I am sure that it will 
be a great blessing for the children and our church. Chris Thompson and her Adventure Club team 
also deserve recognition. I would also like to thank Sarah Gates and Dan Stanley for helping to get 
the new church web-site up and running.  
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I am also deeply thankful for my Youth Sponsor team. The amount of time, effort and devotion 
these sponsors give to our teens is amazing: Giving-up their entire Sunday evening, taking three day 
and four day trips, counseling, small groups, instructing them musically, teaching them the bible and 
how to make wise decisions. What can I say…these sponsors are there for our kids.  

After saying all this, it may seem as if our ministries are fully covered, but they are not. Most of our 
ministries are like a basketball team that has five players. As long as everything is going well, we are 
covered; however, it is very seldom that everything goes well. So we, Lakeview church, need those of 
you who have yet to find a place to serve, who are on the spiritual sidelines, to faithfully serve your 
church by serving one another, and this call is especially for the men, both young and old. We men 
must do whatever is needed to take our positions as the spiritual leaders of our homes and of our 
church.  

So what will Lakeview look like at the end or 2010? That will be up to each of us as we determine our 
priorities in the year to come. I hope that you will join me by taking advantage of every opportunity 
to grow in your faith and to serve our church. I would like to restate what I said last year, and that is, 
as you look forward to 2010, do not simply set goals for your personal, financial and work lives 
because in the end, they will have little or no lasting value. Take the proper time to make whatever 
sacrifices and commitments necessary so that the living out of the Gospel is your #1 Priority in all 
areas of your life. Build your faith, strengthen your walk and serve your church.  

Finally, as always, I would like to give a special thank-you to my wife Lisa. Without her, I couldn’t 
have accomplished half the things I had set out to do. She is always supporting me in pray and 
providing me with the godly wisdom needed to be an effective pastor. She is truly my ministry 
helpmate. I am blessed!

The Missions Committee hosted the annual Missions Festival in January, “On Safari to Advance the 
Gospel”.  The theme allowed everyone to be challenged to get to know our church supported 
missionaries, reminded to pray for them, send emails and letters of encouragement, consider a short 
term missions trip and to be a local witness where we live and work.  It was well attended and the 
Missions Committee was grateful for all those that worked to make this event a success. 
 
In February we held our first annual “Treasures in Heaven” treasure chest bank breaking.  Treasure 
chest banks were made available to everyone at Lakeview to fill throughout the year with coins.  The 
proceeds (in excess of $1,300) from this event were sent to the three young sons of our missionaries 
to Kenya, Paul and Rodah Mbandi.  The Missions Committee is sincerely thankful for the generosity 
and faithfulness of the church family.  The scripture for this missions program is Matthew 6:19-21.  
It is our hope and desire that over the course of the year and the years to come, the young boys and 
girls (and adults as well) will come to understand this scripture and make it a part of their Christian 
walk. 
 
Lakeview Church expanded its commitment to making Christ known throughout the world by 
agreeing to sponsor Jon and Lauren Emanuelson – ZEMA missionaries to South Africa.  Jon and 
Lauren have spent 2009 raising the funds they will need to begin their new Christian service with 
plans to leave to South Africa in late January 2010, Lord willing.  We’re excited to be sponsoring this 
young couple at the outset of their mission work and look forward to getting to know them, praying 
for them and supporting them for many years to come. 
 
Throughout the year we received numerous emails and newsletters from our missionary families.  It’s 
a marvelous tool to have email and to receive and send updates, prayer requests and praises that we, 
as a Committee, send along to the church family.  We have noticed that prayer requests for the safety 
of our missionary families are becoming a regular request.  It reminds us that as Christians, we were 
never promised that living a Christian life would be free from trials and persecution.  We continue to 
pray for their safety and for strength and wisdom in their daily witness. 
 
Pastor Martin traveled in October to South Africa to spend time with Tim and Luann Kuehl and 
others with ZEMA and later traveled to Kenya and spent a week with Paul and Rodah Mbandi.  
Upon his return we were all encouraged by his reports of the progress being made in these countries 
to advance the Gospel. 
 
The Missions Committee ended the year with Operation Christmas Child, a world outreach program 
sponsored by Samaritan’s Purse.  Nearly 80 gift filled shoe boxes were collected on November 22.  
In a year of economic challenges felt by many if not most of those in the Lakeview family, we were 
so grateful for the strong support for this Christmas program.  Before the shoeboxes reach their final 
destination around the world, volunteers with Samaritan’s Purse place a Gospel message in each box.  
Shortly after the shoeboxes are opened by a young boy or girl, other Christian volunteers in that 
country follow-up with the children to provide additional teaching and disciple those children that 
respond to the Gospel message. 
 
As we develop a heart for missions and practice responding to God’s calling to make Him know we 
look forward to 2010 and to experience God’s continued blessing in our own church family and our 
extended church family (our church supported missionaries).   
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The Missions Committee is promoting the opportunity for those from Lakeview to go on a short 
term mission trip to South Africa with ZEMA sometime in the summer 2010.   
 
The Missions Committee will also work to make the missions page of the church website one where 
those interested can go to get up-to-date information on our missionary families (their emails and 
newsletters). There will also be links to other mission organizations, mission oriented links for 
children, calendar of events sponsored by the Missions Committee, etc., all in an effort to continue to 
better inform the church family on mission events and programs.

Devotion and Dedication 

 

This year has been marked by the faithful service of men, women, and teens.  We 

have experienced change, but not without the faithful giving of time and talent by 

so many.   

 

One of our ministries, Ed’s Kids, took on a different role this fall.  With Leslie 

Stanley seeing the needs of her own son evolving, she decided to devote herself to 

his special needs in a different manner.  As a result, three classroom leaders 

stepped up to the plate to assimilate autistic children into their basket times.  

They have experienced the challenges that are inherent, but have grown individually 

as they impart God’s wisdom and truth in such a way that is meaningful to the child, 

their families, and the other children attending Adventure Club.

Pastor Roberto Cifuentes coordinates the van 

ministry, creating a safe environment for those who use this service.  The office 

has been able to assume other tasks that are essential to the program’s function.

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ADULT BIBLE FELLOWSHIPS

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YOUNG ADULTS - “THE JOURNEY” 

 
The purpose of this ministry is to provide an environment where young adults can 

strengthen their personal faith, develop godly relationships, and discern a God honoring 
direction for their lives.

The Journey has been blessing for Lisa and me as we continue to minister to and get to know and 
grow with the young adults who attend our Friday night study and fellowship.

In between these two books we spent a couple of month reading and 
discussing a book written by John Piper entitled “What's the Difference? Manhood and Womanhood Defined 
According to the Bible.” This was a helpful study and discussion as we looked at the God-give roles and 
responsibilities of men and women and compared and contrasted them to the message our modern 
culture is communicating. 

Our evenings are always, well at least most of the time, centered on the study of God’s Word. 
However, we never make it a simple academic exercise. In keeping with the Journey’s goal to help 
empower and challenge young adults to take hold of their Christian walk, there is a continuing 
challenge to have these young adults apply what we have learned to their everyday lives. This comes 
about as the young adults both during our study and during our time of fellowship, share and 
challenge one another.  While it is important that the truths of scripture and foundational theology is 
taught, it is just as important to help teach and guide them to apply God’s truth to their daily living. 

Our fellowship time is a very integral part of our evening as there is always time spent afterwards 
drinking tea, coffee, soda, eating pizza, chicken-nuggets, pizza bites, cake and cookies…, asking 
questions, discussing their life situations, laughing, joking, seeking direction and advice for their lives, 
to insure that they are following God. 

We also had some special evenings including a few group dinners and the christening of our new 
patio and fire-pit with a hotdog and smores picnic. Then some of us got together and enjoyed an 
evening of some delicious popcorn, thanks Sarah Gates, as we watched Fiddler on the Roof, marking 
our transition from our study of Leviticus to our current study of Hebrews. If you think about it, it 
does make sense. 

As we begin 2010, we look forward to another year of growth and spiritual maturity in our young 
adults. We ask for your prayers and support for this ministry as God works through His Spirit in the 
lives of these young adults as they seek to grow in their faith and service to God in Christ.

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MEN’S MINISTRY 

“The Men’s Ministry at Lakeview Church exists to teach, encourages and develop men to be 
Christ-like in all aspects of their lives (personal, home, work, church and community.) There 

is to be no part of our lives where our faith, our relationship to Christ, will not impact.” 

One of our primary goals for 2009 was to encourage men to make the reading of the Bible and 
prayer a daily practice. It was very encouraging that a vast majority of the men who signed-up for a 
bible reading program in 2009 reported that they finished their program. This means that for those 
men, bible reading became a part of their regular routine. As for prayer, while many of the men 
indicated that prayer had yet to become a regular part of their daily lives, they did see an 
improvement in their prayer life over the course of the year.   

Another goal was to challenge and encourage men to team up with at least one other man and hold 
each other accountable to the daily reading of the Scripture and daily prayer. At our last meeting in 
2009, almost 100% of the men had some sort of an accountability partner.  

With these foundations laid, 2009 ended up being a very good first year for our Men’s Ministry.  
During the course of the year, we held 12 events that ranged from studies and discussions, to a cook 
out, a conference on Men and Purity, and an all church Work Day.   

For the first half of 2009, our studies and discussions were focused on Gene Getz’s book “The 
Measure of a Man”.  We were challenged to become of discipline, or moral purity, and generous with 
our time and resources. For the second half of 2009, beginning in June, Pastor Martin started us off 
with in a four part study of “Men and Leadership”; using the four charges Paul gave to the Ephesian 
elders in Acts 20:17-35.  

Our gatherings were not always centered on study and discussion. There were events that offered our 
men opportunities to come together to be more active. In April about 25 men (and 3 ladies) came 
out for a “Work Day” and spent the morning fixing-up and cleaning-up the church. Then 22 of us 
hung around for another hour or so and enjoyed a lunch featuring grilled hamburgers and brats with 
the trimming. Woody Ingram and Tim Stanphill also put together a cook-out and a pool party.  

All of these activities were done with the goal of helping men to grow and develop in their character, 
in their leadership responsibilities and to help them develop deeper and more meaningful 
relationships with other men.   

Lastly, 2009 was marked by transition in our leadership team. We hope to beef-up our leadership 
team in 2010; however, we are pleased that Darren Baker has joined the team. He brings with him a 
fresh perspective as he joins Dan Litwiller, Woody Ingram, Pastor Martin and Pastor Jim.  

As we leave 2009 and enter into 2010, we will continue to impress upon men their god given 
responsibility to be leaders in their homes and in their church. And as we do, I am sure that we will 
see wonderful things happen here at Lakeview in the years to come. Please pray and do whatever you 
can to support this ministry.
